in Pennsylvania, New York, Connect, Georgie and in Germany and Ukraine.

His orchestras at Messiah University have been selected to perform multiple
times at PMEA and NAfME conferences, and he has presented scholarly papers
at conferences of the College Orchestra Directors Association and the College
Music Society.

Before moving to Pennsylvania, Dixon served as conductor of the University

of lowa Philharmonia Orchestra, and the Preucil School String Orchestra, an
ensemble which has been featured on public radio and television as well as in
international festivals and tours. Timothy Dixon has also served as the Music
Director/Conductor of the Middletown Youth Symphony (OH), the Saginaw Bay
Youth Orchestra (MI), the Michigan State University Musical Theater Department,
and the Michigan State University Campus Orchestra. Dixon also served as string
educator, grades 4-12, in the Middletown City School District (OH).

Timothy Dixon holds Doctor of Musical Arts in Orchestral Conducting from the
University of lowa (studying with William LaRue Jones), the M.M. in Orchestral
Conducting from Michigan State University (studying with Leon Gregorian), and
a B.A. and B.M. in Music and Music Education, respectively, from Miami University
(OH) (studying with Jacob Chi). In workshops and private settings, he has also
studied conducting with Kenneth Kiesler, Leonid Korchmar (Kirov Opera / St.
Petersburg Conservatory) and Daniel Lewis.
